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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1) to examine the conditions and problems on instructional
management based on the principles of sufficiency economy at Bannapiangkao Sonthiratsamakkhi School under
the Office of Sakon Nakhon Primary Educational Service Area 1, 2) to establish the guidelines for developing
teachers’ potentiality on instructional management based on the principles of sufficiency economy, and
3) to follow up the effects after the intervention. The research methodology employed was a two-spiral action
research. Each cycle comprised four stages, planning, action, observation and reflection. The target group
comprised six participants including a researcher and co-researchers, and twenty informants. The research
instruments were a form of meeting minutes, a form of Interview, a form of observation, a test, and a form of
assessment. The quantitative data was analyzed through mean, percentage; and a percentage of progress.
Content analysis was used to analyze the qualitative data in forms of/content classification and descriptive
presentation.

The findings were as follows:

1. The conditions and problems on instructional management based on the principles of sufficiency
economy at Bannapiangkao Sonthiratsamakkhi School under the Office of Sakon Nakhon Primary Educational
Service Area 1 were: 1) In terms of conditions, the principles of sufficiency economy was only integrated into the
Learning Strand of Social Studies, Religion-and Culture, 2) In terms of problems, teachers have not been trained
on instructional management basedcon the principles of sufficiency economy. Teachers lacked knowledge and
understanding. They also employed limited-teaching approach and produced a few written lesson plans.

In addition, there were inadequate learning resources inside and outside the classroom.

2. The proposed guidelines for developing teachers’ potentiality on instructional management based
on the principles of sufficiency economy involved two spirals. The first spiral comprised 1) a training workshop, 2)
a study tour and 3) an internal supervision. In the second spiral, a coaching supervision was employed for
written lesson plans based on the principles of sufficiency economy and instructional management.

3. The results after the intervention revealed that: 1) After the training workshop and a study tour,
teachers gained better knowledge and understanding on instructional management based on the principles of
sufficiency economy, as a whole, at the highest level, 2) Teachers were dble to write lesson plans based on the
principles of sufficiency economy, as a whole at the highest level, and 3) Teachers were able to manage the
instructional management based on the principles of sufficiency economy, as a whole at the highest level.
