ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research is to : 1) to study the state of the administration based on good
governance of principal in schools under Loei primary educational service area office 2, 2) to compare the state
of the administration based on good governance of principal in schools under Loei primary educational service
area office 2 according to the opinions of teachers and education personnel in schools under Loei primary
educational service area office 2. The sample size of this research was selected by using the table of Krejcie and
Morgan. The sample consisted of 310 teachers and education personnel. The tool used for data collection was a
rating scale questionnaire. The collected date was analyzed by means of an SPSS/PC. program for windows, and
the statistics used for data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, standard‘deviation, t-test and F-test.

The results of the study were:

1. The comparison the state of the administration based on good governance of principal in schools
under Loei primary educational service area office 2 according to the opinions of teachers and education
personnel was overall at high level.

2. The comparison of the state of the administration based on‘good governance of principal in
schools under Loei primary educational service area. office 2 classification by position, education and the school
size were as follows;

2.1 The comparison of the state of the administration based on good governance of principal in
schools under Loei primary educational service area office 2 classification according to the position, as a whole,
the teachers and education personnel with different positions had different opinions on the state of the
administration based on good (governance of principal in schools under Loei primary educational service area
office 2 were not different at .05 significant levels.

2.2 The comparison of the state of the administration based on good governance of principal in
schools under Loei primary educational service area office 2 classification according to the education, as a whole
and by aspect, the teachers and education personnel with different educations had different opinions on the
state of the administration based on good governance of principal in schools under Loei primary educational
service area office 2 were not different at .05 significant levels.

2.3 The comparison of the state of the administration based on good governance of principal in
schools under Loei primary educational service area office 2 classification according to the school size, as a
whole and by aspect, the teachers and education personnel with different school sizes had different opinions on
the state of the administration based on good governance of principal in schools under Loei primary educational
service area office 2 was significantly different at 0.05 level. As the big school size had opinions about the

administration based on good governance of principal in schools under Loei primary educational service area
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office 2 had an average was highest level, the middle school size and the small school size had an average

was lowest.
