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USING POWER OF SCHOOL ADMINISTRATORS AFFECTING JOB SATISFACTION OF TEACHERS
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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to: 1) study the level of using power of school administrators; 2) identify the level
of job satisfaction of teachers; and 3) analyze using power of school administrators affecting job satisfaction of
teachers. The research sample, derived by proportional stratified random sampling, was 31 school administrators

and 270 teachers under Suphanburi Primary Educational Service Area Office 2. The research instrument was a
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questionnaire constructed by the researcher with 10C content of 0.67 and 1.00. The internal consistency
reliability coefficients of questionnaire of using power of school administrators was 0.96 and job satisfaction of
teachers in school was 0.97. Data were analyzed with percentage, mean, standard deviation and stepwise
multiple regression.

The findings of this research were as follows:

1. Overall and in specific aspects, using power of school administrators was at a high level. As an
individual aspect ranging from high to low, these aspects were referent power, expert power, coercive power,
connection power, information power, legitimate power and reward power.

2. Overall, job satisfaction of teachers was at a high level. As an individual aspect ranging from
highest to low, these aspects were working condition, supervision, coworker, benefit and work itself.

3. Using power of school administrators in the aspects of expert power (X,), referent power (Xs),
coercive power (X,) and information power (Xg) together predicted job satisfaction.of teachers (v,,) at the
percentage of 74.70 with statistical significance at .05. The regression equations was Y, = 0.69 + 0.30 (X,) +
0.25 (X5) + 0.18 (Xy) + 0.12 (X5)
